The time of shipment may be changed or adjusted by the Buyer from time to time and is subject to the Buyer's written notice, which will be sent to the Seller no later than six (6) months before []. Such change or adjustment will be agreed and made by the Seller without any extra cost to the Buyer.

(6) 付款条件Terms of Payment: 
[ X ] Payment by L/C: the Seller shall advise the Buyer of the time expected ready for shipment 40 days before shipment in writing. Upon receipt of the advice, the Buyer shall open, 30 days before shipment, with the Buyer’s bank an irrevocable letter of credit in favour of the Seller payable by the opening bank against the Seller’s draft and the documents A-J as stipulated in clause (7) of the Contract.

[  ] Payment by T/T: the Seller shall send all the documents A-J as stipulated in clauses (7) of the Contract to the Buyer by express within 3 days after shipment, the Buyer shall pay to the Seller within 10 working days after receipt of the cargo and necessary document.

[  ] Payment by installment 
(7) 单据Documents:

To facilitate the Buyer to check up, all documents shall be made in a version identical to that used in this Contract.

FULL SET (3/3) BILLS OF LADING MADE OUT TO ORDER ENDORSED IN BLANK marked “FREIGHT PREPAID” and notify the Buyer.
Invoice: indicating Contract number, Shipping marks, name of carrying vessel and country of origin.
Packing List and/or Weight Memo: indicating contract number, shipping marks, gross and net weight of each package and describing the detailed goods and quantities contained in each particular package.
[X] 1.Packing certificates: Seller's certificate certificating that the wooden packing has been stamped with the “IPPC”（International Plant Protection Convention）mark if cargoes are packed with wood materials. Or Declaration of Non-wood Packing Material issued by the Seller if cargoes are not packed with wood materials or packed with plywood or beaverboard. (This certificate is required in case the Goods are packed in wooden case / crate). (Use “X” to select)
2. Packing shall be destined for container transport and suitable for long distance ocean transportation and to change of climate, well protected against moisture and shocks. The Seller shall be liable for any damage of the Goods and expenses incurred on account of improper packing and rust attributable to inadequate or improper protective measures taken by the Seller in regard to the packing. If the Seller use wooden material to carry, pack, level, support or strengthen the Goods, those wooden material shall be heat treated (HT) or methane bromine fumigated (MB) by a company approved by the Seller’s national or local plant quarantine authority and stamped with standard IPPC markings specially approved by the plant quarantine authority. Requirements on the markings are as follows:

a. Standard Marking Sample：
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IPPC--Abbreviation of International Plant Protect Convention；
XX-- Country Code according to ISO;

000--Code of wooden packing manufacturing company approved by the Seller’s national or local plant quarantine authority;

YY-- Quarantine pests treatment methods, for example, MB means methane bromine fumigated, HT means heat treated.

b. The Seller’s national or local plant quarantine authority or wooden packing manufacturing company may add other information if necessary, for example, DB means discarding bark.

c. Markings shall be legible, permanent and not transferable; placed in a visible location, preferably on at least two opposite sides of the article being certified.

3.According to “Measures for Wooden Packaging Material of Entry Cargoes Quarantine Supervision and Management” issued by the inspection and quarantine authority in China, the authority will check the packing materials of entry cargoes at random, if the cargoes are packed with wooden materials, but the Seller declare the packaging to non-wood packing material, or the wooden materials are not stamped with IPPC markings, or the markings are non-standard, or live pests are found, the Buyer shall be requested to eliminate the pests inside the wooden packing material and destroy them properly or return the wooden packing material together with the entry cargoes and accept the punishment by the authority. In this case, the Seller shall compensate the Buyer for all cost and Liquidated damages incurred due to above said reasons.

Insurance policy or certificate for 110% of invoice value covering all risks and war risk, indicating in the event of loss or damage, request for survey upon arrival of the cargo at the port of destination be made by relevant authority of that port.
Seller’s certificate: Certifying that 1/3 set of original B/L, 1 set of original invoice, 1 set of  original packing list and 1 set of original packing material treatment certificates have been sent to the Buyer within 5 days after shipment and the relative express receipt.
Certificates of Quality and Quantity/Weight of the Goods issued by the manufacturers.
Copy of advice of Shipment within 3 days after shipment (according to clause (10) of this Contract.)
Classification certificates:[ ]Original CCS Certificate [  ] Approval Type of CCS Certificate [  ] Original EC Certificate [  ] No Certificate [X] Others (Use “X” to select)
 [ X ]performance guarantee: the seller shall submit a letter of guarantee issued by the seller’s bank with an amount 5% of contract value to the issuing bank as one of the L/C documents, this guarantee shall expire 12 months from the dates of the Vessel’s delivery or on 36 months after B/L date whichever comes earlier. The guarantee shall be payable by the seller’s bank against the Buyer’s presentation of first written demand stating that the seller failed to fulfill its warranty obligations under the Contract or the seller failed to send the service engineer for commissioning in time according to the Buyer’s notification. After expiry, this guarantee shall become null and void no matter it is returned to the seller’s bank or not. The text of guarantee shall be agreed between the Buyer and the seller before issuance of L/C. (Use “X” to select)
Certificates: All necessary certificates and documents stipulated in the technical agreement of the ordered goods, including instructions for operation and /or installation in English shall be packed together with the relevant material, and indicated on the packing list.

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(8) 包装Packing:

Seaworthy packing will be suitable for long distance transportation. The Seller shall be liable for any damage to the goods on account of improper packing, and in such case or cases any and all losses and/or expenses incurred in consequence thereof shall be borne by the Seller. The wood for the packing boxes shall be dealt as per the requirements of the relevant authority in China. If the dealt wood can not be satisfied with the request of the authority, and all of the cost for returning the goods for this reason shall be borne by the Seller.

(9) 装运条件Terms of shipment:

The Seller shall undertake to ship the contracted goods from the port of loading to the port of destination on a direct liner, if transshipment is necessary, the B/L shall be through B/L. the Goods shall not be carried by a vessel flying the flag of the countries which the Buyer can not accept.

(10) 装运和转船通知Advice of Shipment and transshipment:

The Seller shall, upon completion of loading, advise immediately the Buyer in writing of the contract number, name of Goods, number of packages, gross and net weights, invoice value, name of vessel and loading date. If transshipment is necessary, the Seller shall inform the Buyer in writing of the name and voyage number of second feeder vessel as soon as transshipment is effected.

(11)图纸及证书 Drawing and Certificates

1. Delivery of drawing: The Seller shall submit the complete drawing to the Buyer in accordance with the Technical Agreement. In case of any delay in delivering of the drawing, as per postmark or e-mail time, the Seller shall pay the Buyer a fixed amount of compensation for every week of delay, equivalent to 1.5% of the total value of the Goods. The total amount of liquidated damages shall not exceed 5.5% of the total value of the Goods and shall be deducted from the contract value.
2. The drawings submitted by the Seller shall comply with the Technical Agreement and installation design requirements of the Buyer, otherwise it shall be rejected. Consequential delay shall be calculated in accordance with above-stated provisions.

3. The Seller shall ensure that the working drawing shall conform to the approved drawings and the Buyer’s approval comments. At the same time, the Seller shall ensure that the Goods delivered to the Buyer is consistent with the working drawings (only updated according to the Buyer’s approval comments on the acceptance drawings). If there is any change in the Goods during the manufacturing process (that is, it is inconsistent with the working drawings approved by the Buyer), the Seller shall immediately contact the Buyer and obtain the Buyer’s consent, and mark the modification or explanation in writing. Any expenses incurred by the Seller due to the modification shall be borne by the Seller.
4. The classification certificates and other necessary certificates shall be provided to the Buyer together with the delivery of the Goods or any other time agreed by the Buyer. In case of delaying delivery of the certificates, as per postmark, the Seller shall pay to the Buyer for every week of delay a liquidated damages amounting to 1.5% of the total value of the Goods. The total amount of liquidated damages shall not exceed 5.5% of the total value of the Goods and shall be deducted from the contract value.
(12)违约金 Liquidated Damages in delivery of the Goods:

Should the Seller fail to effect delivery on time as stipulated in this Contract owing to causes other than Force Majeure as provided for in Clause (17) of this Contract, the Buyer shall have the right to cancel the relative quantity of the Contract Or alternatively, the Seller may, with the Buyer’s consent, postpone delivery on payment of liquidated damages to the Buyer. The Buyer may agree to grant the Seller a grace period of 7 days. liquidated damages shall be charged at the rate of 2% of the total value for every 10 days, odd days less than 10 days shall be counted as 10 days. The total amount of liquidated damages shall be calculated from the 8th day and shall not exceed 10% of the total value of the Goods involved.
If the varieties, models, specifications and quality of the Goods delivered by the Seller do not conform to the provisions of the Contract, and the Buyer agrees to accept, the Contract Price shall be re-determined on the basis of quality of the Goods; If the Buyer does not agree to accept, the Seller shall be responsible for repairing, replacing or returning the Goods according to the specific status of the Goods within the period agreed by the Buyer, and shall bear the loss sustained by the Buyer due to the above mentioned reasons; If the above period is exceeded, the Seller shall pay the Buyer liquidated damages, which shall be calculated as 0.5‰ of the Contract Price per day, and the liquidated damages shall not exceed 10% of the Contract Price.
(13) 保险 Insurance:

To be effected by the Seller for 110% of the invoice value against All Risks and War Risk as per The Ocean Marine Cargo Clauses 2018 of the People’s Insurance Company of China or equivalent coverage. Claims if any covered by the insurance, the Seller shall dispatch the Goods under this Contract again or take other measures according to the requirements of the Buyer to insure not to affect the production of the Buyer’s shipyard and the Buyer shall transfer the right of claim and provide the necessary claim documents to the Seller.
(14) 质量保证Guarantee of Quality:

The Seller guarantee that the Goods hereof is made of best material with first class workmanship, brand new, and unused, and complies in all respects with the quality and specification stipulated in this Contract. The guarantee period shall be 24 months counting from the date of shipment or 12 months from the date of the Vessel’s delivery whichever comes earlier. During the guarantee period, if the damage is caused by the error in manufacture or design of the Seller or default of the material or poor quality of workmanship, the Seller shall guarantee to change or repair the damage part and the fees spent on the changing, maintenance, transportation and inspection of the damage part shall be on the Seller’s account, and the Seller shall also pay the loss sustained by the Buyer due to the above mentioned reasons and pay the liquidate damages stipulated in the Clause (12).
If any defect is found after delivery of the Vessel, the Buyer shall notify the Seller in writing when and where such repair or replacement shall be done together with owner’s guarantee claims. And the Seller has to send their service engineer immediately to the Vessel to remedy such defect as per the Buyer’s requirement. Otherwise, all the costs arising therefrom including the cost of parts, costs of labor etc shall be at the Seller’s account.

Claims of the Buyer to repair or remedy defects of deficiencies, accepted by the Seller to be repaired under this guarantee clause, shall not be subject to any time bar prior to the expiration of this period.
For any repaired or replaced part, the Seller agrees to extend warranty with further 12 months, however not exceeding 36months after delivery of ship. 

The Seller guarantees that the Goods does not contain any asbestos composition and provide relevant Non-asbestos Declaration with working drawing and final drawing. As any asbestos or other harmful substance exceeding the standard is found during the delivered Goods, the Seller shall not only pay all the direct and indirect losses including inspection fee, but also pay 5% of the contract value to the Buyer. 
In accordance with the Technical Agreement, the Seller shall provide MD table and SDOC table to meet the requirements of Hong Kong International Convention for the safe and environmentally sound recycling of ships，2009 and THE EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT AND THE COUNCIL on ship recycling 2013. If any deviation is found during the delivered Goods, the Seller shall not only pay all the direct and indirect losses, but also pay 5% of the contract value to the Buyer. 

The Seller shall provide Material Declaration and Supplier's Declaration of Conformity for Material Declaration Management with working drawing and final drawing.
(15) 调试服务commissioning, total days:35days/3 trips
The Buyer shall inform the Seller of commissioning date at least 7 days beforehand and the Seller shall send the service engineer for commissioning strictly according to the Buyer’s notification. Should the Seller fail to send the qualified service engineer for commissioning in time without the Buyer’s approval, the Seller shall pay USD1000.00 or 0.5% of the contractual value, whichever is higher, per day to the Buyer for compensation of the delay, and the total compensation shall not exceed 5% of the contract value. The payment of compensation shall be made under the performance guarantee as per document J in class (7) of this Contract.
The service engineers shall follow the Buyer’s time table. But in the event, the Buyer’s schedule shows necessities, over working hours shall also be possible.

The service engineers shall abide by the Buyer's rules and regulations, otherwise, all the consequences caused by irregularities will be borne by the Seller.
The cost and fees caused for sending the service engineer, including but not limited to transportation, accommodation, costs incurred for entry into China, shall be borne by the Seller.
(16) 检验和索赔Inspection & Claim:

The Buyer shall have the right to apply to the relevant authority for inspection after discharge of the goods at the port of destination. Should the quality and/or quantity/weight to be found not in conformity with the Contract or invoice, the Buyer shall be entitled to lodge claims with the Seller on the basis of the authority’s inspection certificate, within 90 days after discharge of the goods at the port of destination, with the exception, however, of those claims for which the insurance company is to be held responsibility. All expenses incurred on the claim including the inspection fee as per the authority’s inspection certificate are to be borne by the Seller.   

(17) 不可抗力Force Majeure:

In case of Force Majeure, the Seller shall not be held responsible for delay in delivery or non-delivery of the Goods but shall notify immediately the Buyer in writing and deliver to the Buyer by airmail a certificate issued by Government Authorities or Chamber of Commerce as evidence thereof, If the shipment is delay over one month as the consequence of the said Force Majeure, the Buyer shall have the right to cancel this Contract. The Seller’ inability in obtaining export licence shall not be considered as Force Majeure.
(18) 仲裁Arbitration:

This Contract shall be governed by and construed in accordance with Chinese law. Any disputes in connection with this Contract or the execution thereof shall be settled by friendly negotiation. If no settlement can be reached, then such disputes shall be submitted to China International Economic and Trade Arbitration Commission (CIETAC) for arbitration in Xiamen which shall be conducted in accordance with the CIETAC’s arbitration rules in effect in effect at the time of applying for arbitration. The decision made by the said Commission shall be accepted as final and binding upon both parties, The fees for arbitration shall be borne by the losing party unless otherwise awarded by the Commission.   
(19) 合同生效及份数Effectiveness of the Contract & Copies: 
This Contract is made out in two copies, one copy to be held by the Buyer, one to the Seller, this Contract shall come into force after being signed by the Parties.（502E/F）
This Import Contract is made out in three copies, one copy to be held by XSI, one to MW and one to the Seller. This Contract shall come into force immediately after the Buyer delivers the effective notice in writing to the Seller. If the Buyer does not deliver the Contract effective notice to the Seller on or before 2026-2-15, this Contract shall become null and void, having no effect whatsoever and no party shall be liable to the other for any loss or damage.（502G/H）
(20) 附加条款Additional Clause: 
1. The spare parts shall be packed separately from the Goods. The packing list shall be provided together with each package of the spare parts. If the Seller fails to pack the spare parts in separate and provide a list, the Buyer has the right to request the Seller to repack the boxes and provide the list or the Buyer may demand compensation for losses. In this case, the Seller shall pay the Buyer 5% of the total contract price as liquidated damages, and the liquidated damages shall be directly deducted from the contract amount.
2. If any shortage or incompleteness happen according to the scope of supply confirmed by both parties after delivery, these shortage or incompleteness parts shall be delivered by the fastest transportation way in compliance with the Buyer’s requirement, all cost arising therefrom, including but not limited to freight, fee for customs clearance, tax duty etc. shall fall into the Seller’s account.

3. The Seller shall comply with any applicable anticorruption laws and shall not take any action or omit to take any action that cause the Buyer or the Representative to be in breach of the anticorruption laws. The Seller shall not directly or indirectly, solicit, accept, receive, request, offer, promise, pay or authorize the payment of money or anything of value, or take any action in furtherance of such a payment, from/to any person for the purpose of improperly obtaining or retaining business, procuring any approval, expediting or influencing any act or decision, or otherwise secure any undue advantage in relation to this Contract. The Buyer shall have the right to cancel or terminate the Contract upon written notice and without liabilities whatsoever towards the Seller in case of breach of anticorruption laws by the Seller in the performance of this Contract. The Seller hereby agrees and undertakes to indemnify and hold the Buyer harmless in respect of any claims, suits, demands, actions, fines, penalties, sanctions, damages, losses, liabilities, costs or expenses, including without limitation attorneys’ fees and litigation expenses reasonably occurred arising from to failure by the Seller to comply with this Clause.
4. All correspondence and documents shall be in English.
